· 50% of students do not feel there is a caring adult they can turn too
	· Policies should be changed to advocate for students and reporting violence

· Some school boards have an app 

	Staff and Trustees Feedback
	· Teachers do not feel supported by school administrators
· Can we mandate PD?

· How do we support teachers on the ground and beyond one on one workshops

· Students do not feel safe in the community

· Safe haven apprehension: if you don’t have the knowledge, based on fear

· TDSB sees the most hate crimes in June

· There is a lot of pushback from parents, a lot of negativity
· A lot of seasoned teachers are problematic
	· Administrators need to be supportive and knowledgeable

· Regulating bodies need to stand by their staff

· Teacher’s colleges should include training, awareness, and abilities. If training is done effectively creates support for schools.

· Figure out what PD has been done for teachers map out PD.

· Communication needs to be a must “see it, here it, live it”

· More visibility at a system wide has a positive impact

· Consequence for lack of responsibility and accountability

	Student Feedback
	· Teachers are not well educated, students need to get their own resources
