	Omar Omar, Community Support Worker LC2, provided the CSW Update.  He informed the Committee that the CSWs were delivering food hampers to families before the holiday break.  The food obtained for these hampers was collected from food drives held by schools from across the district.   

Omar also mentioned that the MSIC Ambassador Program is underway and that there were 250 participant applications for 30 available spaces.  The program is for parents/caregivers who are interested in being a voice/advocate in the community, building leadership/communication skills and learning how the TDSB works.  Workshops being offered through the Ambassador Program include public speaking and navigating the education system.

	Co-Chairs’ Report
	Trustee Aarts informed the Committee that the TDSB is looking at submitting a final response to the Ministry of Education’s budget consultation report by December 17, 2021.  She indicated that there are five areas that feedback will be provided on:
· Mental Health & Well-Being Supports;
· Reducing Administrative Burden;
· Learning Opportunities Grant;
· Urban and Priority High Schools; and 
· New Teacher Induction Program. 
She also mentioned that the Board received a report from Facility Services on revitalizing school grounds and building exteriors.  This report provided details on improving/greening school grounds and improving school buildings.

Emmy Pantin provided an update from the CAC Co-chair meeting she attended.  She indicated that some areas of concern from other CAC Co-chairs were bussing for students in French Immersion and Education and Community Partnership programs, and access to school cash online.

About the Student Census

e What is the Student Census? The TDSB Student Census is a confidential and voluntary survey that
asks important identity-based questions as well as questions about experiences inside and outside of
school. Students in grades 4 to 12 complete the census themselves, while parents complete the census
for students in kindergarten to grade 3.

e What is the purpose of the Student Census? Since 2006, TDSB schools have been collecting
identity-based data through the Student Census to identify and remove systemic barriers which may limit
student achievement and well-being. Since 2018, this work has been encouraged for all school boards in
Ontario under the Provincial Anti-Racism Act. In 2023, this work will be mandated for all school boards.
By gathering this important information through every 4 to 5 years, school communities are able to
determine what is working well in our system, where change is required, and where supports should be
focused.
