surveys include a student ID number. This student ID number is used to match survey results with other
pieces of data in the TDSB Student Information System such as grades.

TDSB will ensure that the privacy of all students is protected. All data that is captured as a result of the
Census will be stored digitally in a secure database and can only be accessed by authorized TDSB
research staff. In addition, the Census reports will never single out or identify a student or family, and
results will only be reported in a summarized way, to provide understanding of school community needs.
