automatically added to the voters list when they turn 18.

For the 2022 Municipal and School Board Elections on October 24, 2022, Ontario residents

can visit Voterlookup.ca at any time to find out whether their information is accurately

reflected for inclusion on the Preliminary List of Electors for the 2022 Municipal and School

Board Elections.
