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Educating Against Hate

Last week the Toronto police released their Annual Hate Crime
Statistical Report for 2022. Compared to 2021, the number of
reported occurrences decreased approximately 6% from 257
to 242

That said, Jews continue to be targeted more than any other
group - 26% of hate crimes in 2022 - only 3.4% of Toronto's
population

Data mirrors TDSB’s hate statistics where Jewish students
make up less than 2% of the population but antisemitism was
the highest reported hate by creed
